Rumginae Locals!

Well, here we are at our first base,
Rumginae, located in the Western
Province, 30 kms from the Papuan
border (formerly Irian Jaya). The cli-
mate is very tropical, usually 30+ de-
grees and 80% humidity! We have a
lovely view from our house of the
Waimeri River and endless green
jungle. A huge moth under a house
amazed us, just one example of the
freaky wildlife around here! Matt is
now flying solo, after finishing his
training with Canadian Nick Swalm.
His co-worker flies the Cessna 206
while Matt flies the GA8, both pilots
are kept extremely busy, recently re-
locating many high-school/bible col-
lege students and teachers for the
new year. This is a hospital mission
base, so the guys do lots of medi-
vacs, up to 4 per week. Emergencies
often involve pregnancy complica-
tions, knife wounds or snake bites.

Daily Life

Matt is generally up at 5.30am to take
off around 8. His morning routine in-
cludes radio contact, flight program-
ming, passenger bookings, planning
his route and readying his plane. After
take off, his daily round can include up
to 11 take-offs and landings at the vari-
ous mission stations and remote vil-
lages throughout the Western Prov-
ince. He is generally home by 5.30pm
after finishing paperwork. If a medivac
call comes, the plane can be in the air
within 30 minutes.

Nat starts home-schooling at about
8.30am, til lunchtime. The girls often
play with their neighbours or swim. We
have bible study every Tuesday and
enjoy our Sundays at the local church.
Youth bible study happens once a fort-
night with the health work students.
Recently we went birdwatching and
observed rubber processing at the
plantation. It smells terrible!

Next afternoon,
2 little girls knocked on our door, ask-
ing if Annie could playi what a bless-
ing!
